6th Sunday of Easter

In today’s Gospel, we are

reminded of the promise Jesus

made to send the Holy Spirit,

who would teach us everything

and help us remember all that

Jesus taught (John 14:26). As we prepare to celebrate
Pentecost, we look forward to receiving this Spirit again
in a fresh way.

The Holy Spirit is the living presence of God in the
Church. He gives life to the Church and guides all the
actions that truly lead us to salvation (see the Catechism
of the Catholic Church, 798 and 1099). After Jesus
returned to His Father in heaven, He sent the Holy
Spirit to His followers. That’s why the apostles were able
to say in their letter to new believers, “It is the decision
of the Holy Spirit and of us...”—they were led by the
Spirit in their decision-making.

Today, the Holy Spirit speaks through the Church’s
leaders—the Pope and bishops—who are successors of
the apostles. When they teach, it’s the Holy Spirit who
is guiding them, helping the Church understand the
truth, just as Jesus promised in John 16:13.

Through Baptism, the Holy Spirit comes to live in each
of us, making our bodies a “temple of the Holy

Spirit” (1 Corinthians 6:19). This is an amazing prom-
ise: that God Himself chooses to live within us. Saints
like Augustine and Teresa of Avila have reminded us
that we don’t need to climb mountains or visit grand
cathedrals to find God—He is already within us, closer
than our deepest thoughts and greater than our highest
understanding (St. Augustine, Confessions).
