HEALING OUR BLINDNESS

This section of John’s Gospel explains how Jesus caused a major rift between people who believed in him and those
who didn’t. The conflict follows a specific logic: the Pharisees argued that because Jesus "worked" on the Sabbath by
mixing clay to heal a man’s eyes, he was breaking religious law. Their argument was that if Jesus was a "sinner," he
shouldn't be able to perform miracles. Because they couldn't explain away the miracle, but refused to accept that
Jesus was from God, they kicked the healed man out of their community.

Many scholars believe this story was written to encourage early Jewish Christians who were also being kicked out of
their synagogues for following Jesus. It gave them hope by showing that being excluded from their religious group
didn't mean they were cut off from God. Instead, it was a natural part of Jesus’ mission: to give spiritual sight to those

who are humble, while showing that those who think they see everything are actually spiritually blind.
